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Opening remarks

• In 2017 the EU was India’s 1st trading partner while India was the EU’s 9th largest 

trading partner. 

• Around 30% of the active pharmaceuticals ingredients sold in the EU come from India.  

• 75% of India’s total demand for medical devices is currently met by imports with 

nearly 30% of it being supplied by the EU.

• India is leading exporter of generic medicines to the developed world including EU and 

to the US.
